Global Talent Programme Award

Together with CIDOB (Barcelona Centre for 
International Affairs), we launched the Global 
Talent Programme to promote quality research 
from young researchers through two awards 
that highlight works of a high academic 
standard that have an original analytical 
approach and that include applied research.

—	We awarded two awards: the “Talent Award 
for Global Challenges” and the “Talent Award 
for Europe in the 21st Century”. 

—	The Programme also aims to support the 
training of young talent with the “Junior 
Visiting Fellowship” open call, which gives the 
opportunity to a young researcher up to age 
30 of joining CIDOB’s research team.

20th Banco Sabadell Foundation Award  
for Economic Research

The jury has recognised Prof. Mónica Martínez-
Bravo as the winner of this year’s edition for her 
research work in the fields of political economy 
and economic development and, in particular, 
for her contribution to the analysis of factors 
determining the degree of success or failure of 
democratic transition processes.

We recognise the work of researchers  
in the fields of economic, business, legal 
and social knowledge. 

Highlights
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5th Banco Sabadell Foundation Award  
for Science and Engineering  

Prof. Ana Tajadura-Jiménez, a UC3M Researcher 
with a PhD in Psychoacoustics from the 
Chalmers University of Technology in Sweden, 
won this year’s edition for her research into 
the design of sensory technology to change 
people’s perception of their own bodies 
in real time, creating Body Transformation 
Experiences. This Award is organised in 
collaboration with the Barcelona Institute of 
Science and Technology (BIST). 

We discover and support the talent of 
young researchers resident in Spain in 
fields such as mathematics, chemistry, 
physics and engineering.

Highlights
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16th Banco Sabadell Foundation Award  
for Biomedical Research

The jury has recognised Dr. Guadalupe Sabio 
Buzo, a CNIC Researcher with a PhD from the 
University of Extremadura, in collaboration with 
the British Medical Research Council in Dundee 
(Scotland), for her research on understanding 
why obesity causes cardiometabolic diseases.

We highlight the work of young 
researchers in the field of biomedical 
science through one of the most 
important accolades in Spain’s 
biomedical industry. 

Highlights
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Education project “La Misión ALIA”  
in collaboration with CCCB 

Six groups of Barcelona secondary school 
students, supported by a group of scientists, 
an artist and a science fiction writer, take 
part in some of the most important research 
programmes of the Institut d’Estudis Espacials 
de Catalunya (IEEC). 
    The project proposes to these 210 
students a cross-disciplinary work between 
scientific research and artistic creation, which 
aims to explore six of the biggest challenges 
posed by space research today and the 
challenge of making Mars and the Earth an 
inhabitable place.

In collaboration with CCCB, we launched 
“La Misión ALIA”, an education project 
linked to the Mars exhibition that links 
scientific dissemination with artistic and 
literary creation.  

Highlights
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Consolidating the B-Value Programme  
with its 5th edition 

—	For nine months, these entities receive 
training and mentoring from different 
professionals who help them rethink their 
projects and make their value propositions 
more professional.

—	In this 5th edition, more than 40 social 
entities have participated, 12 of which have 
been selected as finalists and 42 mentors 
from Banco Sabadell have taken part. 

—	6 entities have been awarded in this year’s 
edition: Asociación YouSocial Volunteer; 
Fundació Privada Mas Albornà; Associació 
Verificat; Fundació d’Oncologia Infantil 
Enriqueta Villavecchia; Fundación Universo 
Accesible and AVIFES.

We recognise social entities and support 
them for nine months to help develop 
their projects from a strategic and  
innovative vision via the B-Value 
Programme, organised together with  
the Ship2B Foundation.

In addition, they become 
aware of the role they play as artists in society.

In collaboration with the Banco Sabadell 
Foundation, the Teatre Lliure promotes 
the Carlota Soldevila Extraordinary 
Support for Artistic Creation, which are 
grants that support the creation of 20 
projects from talented young people in 
the theatrical field.

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A Tempo. Art and Training

The project is comprised of activities that 
generate cultural experiences aimed at 
students, scheduling activities in and out of 
the classroom, during school hours and for 
free; and training programmes that create 
meeting places and facilitate the exchange 
of knowledge, tools and resources for 
professionals in the arts and education. 

We collaborated with A Tempo, an  
educational project promoted by 
Temporada Alta and the Ciutat Invisible 
Foundation, with the aim of developing 
critical thinking in citizens to actively 
participate in the region’s cultural life.

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Bringing photography closer to the social,  
artistic and educational spheres 

Some of these exhibitions in which we have 
taken part as main contributor include Mary 
Ellen Mark - Women’s Lives; Txema Salvans - 
Perfect Day; and the collective exhibition

We promote culture by supporting 
exhibitions such as the Foto Colectania 
Foundation with the aim of disseminating 
photography and making it known in the 
social, artistic and educational spheres 
of our country.
